1.  Review vocabulary words and meanings of word roots.

2.  Review the names and locations of the oceans.

3.  Review scientific process skills; the steps of the scientific method; the differences among hypotheses, theories and beliefs; the relationship between science and technology.
4.  Review the origin of the Universe.  How old is the Universe?  How old is planet Earth?  How did the ocean form?  How did life form?
