Science National Honor Society Internship Guidelines
The objective of this project is for you to research a science career field of your interest. During this project, you will document your experience and produce a science poster summary of why you chose this career and what you learned about it.  You are expected to present your project to the members of the Society.  You must spend at least 15 hours in your volunteer service, but you certainly can do more!  The “internship” must be approved by your supervisor and me before you begin.  As an alternative, you may decide to develop a science fair project and submit it to the Broward County Science Fair instead of participating in an internship.
Journal:  Keep a journal of your hours and record your duties and experience of what you learned.  Record dates and have it signed by your supervisor.  This is to be part of your poster.  Include what was most interesting.  Discuss what were some things you liked or didn’t like about this opportunity.  Take many pictures of you on the job to include as well.  This must be completed by the end of April.

Personal Qualities: The traits needed to be successful in this career.

Educational Prerequisites: What does it take to get into your college of interest?

Colleges: List 3 schools that offer the program of study.  Pick two of those schools and report on admission requirements, tuition, and cost of living.  If you’re studying to become a professional with advance training (ex: nurse, physician, physical therapist, pharmacist, etc.) you will also need to look up a school of that field and provide the above information for that program.  Include any test that may need to be taken to get into that advance training program.

Training:  What type of training do you get for your specialty? Is it during school or on the job?
5.
Licensing: How do you get your license to practice this field?  Is there and examine that you need to take to get your license?
6.
Salary/Benefits/Work hours:   How much income will you make in your field of choice?  What types of benefits are provided?  What will your work schedule look like for your career?

Duties:  What are the specific duties of this career? What population of people will you care for in this career?
8.
Career Advancement:  What type of jobs can you hold with your degree?  Can you own your own practice? Can you be a manager/supervisor? 
9.
Job Demand:  What is the job outlook for your career?  Will there be job for you when you get out of school?
10.  Daily Activities:  What did you do every day?  What did you enjoy?  What did you learn most from this experience?  Any other interesting information?

Completion is required to be invited back next year and to receive graduation cords.
